One of the reasons we have such diffi-
culty envisioning God as being beauti-
ful, is because our human experience of
beauty has been so infected by the vari-
ous perversions of beauty that we
encounter on a daily basis.

Our modern society frequently
equates physical beauty with sexual
attractiveness.

wo years ago, | wrote an article
Tfor the Packet encouraging peo-

ple to “invest in the local” and
speaking of a free Neighbourhood
Barbecue St. David’s church was offer-
ing in order to create space and energy
for conversation to take place among
neighbours.

That first barbecue was a fun-filled
day which sparked numerous vital and
life-giving conversations around local
need: for affordable housing, for pro-
grams for our young people, and for
resources to feed the hungry in our
midst. And since then, we have seen
people gathering together in this end of
town in order to respond to these needs
and to continue to build the relationships
which are so integral in sustaining and
strengthening any community initiative.

A weekly Community Breakfast is
now offered here every Sunday. The
breakfast involves people both from

within our church community and from
the surrounding area, and is blessed
abundantly by the generosity of local
businesses like Brewery Bay, the Orillia
Bakery and Apple Annie’s. It is our
experience and mantra that “Food +
Conversation = Recipe for Strong and
Healthy Community”.

A Housing Committee has been
formed, again involving both members
of the church and of the neighbourhood,
and addressing issues of Affordable
Housing, our need for reasonable
options in our community and offering
support for creative initiatives.

We have developed our church land
into a Community Garden, and at this
date, that garden has produced more
than 130 pounds of fresh produce which
has been donated to The Sharing Place.

And this fall we have begun to offer a
free evening program for children Grades
1 to 6 — Route 66 on Tuesday nights.
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Now, two full years later, on
Saturday, September 24, we are offering
our third Annual Neighbourhood
Barbecue. The barbecue runs from noon
to 3 p.m. It is entirely free and will fea-
ture games, hotdogs, homemade chili
and baked beans, and ice cream sun-
daes. Live entertainment is provided by
the LeBarr Brothers, as well as
St. David’s very own Jam Band.

Once again, we’re firing up the grill,
we’re scooping up the ice cream, we’re
providing the time and space for neigh-
bours to talk and dream, laugh and get
to know one another. The guiding prin-
ciple behind starting this event in the
first place has proven to be abundantly
true: whatever the particular needs, we
are always stronger when we know one
another, when we know who our neigh-
bours are, when relationships of concern
and mutual support are built on the local
level. And from the beginning of human
history, one of the main ways in which
human relationships are built is in
sharing a meal together.
